	Minutes of last meeting (May 2011, Belgrade).

	Second UDINE-C article – suggestions on a way forward.
CJ (Lincoln) provided an overview of the current article, which has been written but remains unpublished.  Feedback from journals has been positive but statements are made that it does not quite meet their publication focus.  CJ sought advice from members on a way forward for this article.
JW (Waterford) suggested seeking some advice from the editor-in-chief of the International Journal of Nursing Studies.

MC (New York) suggested a Canadian Journal (International Journal of Nursing Education) may be interested.  They are a well respected journal and take papers from around the world.  
MC (New York) agreed to forward guidelines for publication to CJ (Lincoln).

	Questionnaire – survey 2012: Teaching the nursing process – student care placements.
BD (Lublin) provided a short overview of the current project – an analysis of the quality of placements for student nurses in member countries/states.  The survey instrument has been developed with IMcG (Lincoln).  BD (Lublin) identified some members had not returned their questionnaires (or were in-complete).  It was agreed to distribute the questionnaire to members and new members again.

Please note: The survey asks respondents to make a general assessment of student nurse placement quality for your country/sState as a whole.  This is difficult to do, so we ask members to talk with other colleagues to agree a consensus before completing the survey.
It was agreed that DB (Lublin) will then conduct an initial analysis of the data.  IMcG (Lincoln) and DB (Lublin) will then seek to contact members again for a collection of qualitative data.  DC-M (New York) suggested completing these interviews by Skype.

	Case study: UDINE–C network
CJ (Lincoln) reported on an unsuccessful research bid on network activity in Europe, using UDINE-C as a case study.

The process of bidding had enabled us to revisit the web pages for the UDINE-C network (held at www.lincoln.ac.uk/ccawi).  The information (aims and objectives relate to the original aims of the group (in 2007).  The membership has grown and so a revision of the aims and objectives is required.

IMcG (Lincoln) requested members to give consideration to their wishes from UDINE-C membership and to talk with him during the conference in Lublin.  Following this new aims and objectives will be drafted and circulates to members for approval.

JW (Waterford) suggested we focus on identifying achievable and measurable outcomes from our activity.

IMcG also suggested publishing a single page document (which will be translated into the languages of member countries) to publicise the activity of the UDINE-C network.

	Erasmus exchange for nursing students and staff
CJ (Lincoln) identified that following policy statements by the Nursing and Midwifery Council (NMC) in the UK Erasmus Exchange was proving problematic.  She wished to assure members that the UK universities were keen to participate in Erasmus schemes but NMC guidelines make this a challenging process to instigate.

	Potential Research bids for 2013
JW (Waterford) began a discussion on a potential COST bid (www.cost.eu) using the ‘Individuals, Societies, Cultures & Health’ domain.  Based on a discussion with DC-M (new York) they are proposing to explore the make up of nursing faculty in Udine-C member countries.  The features of ‘COST’ bids were presented by JW.

DC-M (New York) provided an overview of original work on this activity in New York.  DCM noted that there may need to be some adaption of the instruments and process to fit within a European context.
JW Noted the existence of the FINE network in Europe (the European Federation of Nurse Educators) (www.fine-europe-eu).  This is a subscription organisation with a broad constituency across Europe. 

LS-G (Wolverhampton) agreed to review the FINE website to examine if they had dome similar work.

JW agreed to alert all members to the next COST call for research bids.
